“It’s important for us to show kindness and [Basic Truth] treat others the 
way we want to be treated. After all, God has been so kind to US! We can 
follow His example as we choose to show kindness to the people He’s put in 
our lives.

“I thought we could kick things off today with a fun game. It’s the perfect 
opportunity for us to show kindness as we cheer each other on. Are you up 
for it? (Pause for response.) Great!

“First, everyone get together with your small group and form a line across 
the room with your leader first in line—like this.

Walk to a small group and place the kids in a line, 
spaced apart from each other. Make sure that the Small 
Group Leader is the first person in line so they can direct 
their group during the game.
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PRELUDE SOCIAL STORY WORSHIP GROUPS HOME

“Everyone spread out far enough so that you can’t reach the person next to you in the line. Good work!

Note: If you have too many groups for all of them to participate in your Large Group space, you 
could choose three groups to play the game while everyone else cheers them on.

“I’ve got a ball for each group.

Give a football (or playground ball) to each leader. Walk alongside one of the groups as you 
explain how to play.

“The leader will toss it to the person next to them, who will pass it to the next person, and so on and so on, until the 
ball reaches the other end of the line. Then you’ll pass the ball back the same way, from person to person, until it 
reaches your leader. Oh and one problem! You can't use your hands!

“If you drop the ball, pick it up and hold it while you count to three. (Demonstrate.) THEN you can continue. Once 
the ball makes it across the room and back three times, your group will sit down. Do you think we can ALL make it 
three times in three minutes? (Pause for response.) Are we ready to cheer each other on? (Pause for response.) Okay! 
Let’s be Super Fans!

A U D I O :  F U N  M U S I C

Set a timer on your phone for three minutes.

As the groups toss the ball, comment on the action. This game has no winner because everyone 
is working together, so keep encouraging the kids to cheer for each other.

If not all groups finish within three minutes, give them extra time and cheer for them until they 
do finish.

Collect the balls after the game. Provide sanitizer, hand wipes, or a hand washing station so 
everyone can clean their hands.

“That was really fun—and you were all really kind to each other! I loved hearing you cheer each other on. Let’s all 
stand up so we can sing to God and thank Him for being so kind to us!”

W O R S H I P

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WRAPPING UP THE STORY
S T O R Y T E L L E R :  “It might not always be easy to show kindness to others. But it helps when we remember that 
our kindness comes from God in the first place. God showed us what true kindness is all about. We know that 
we’re valuable to Him, because He loved us enough to send Jesus to be our Savior.

“Let’s be willing to forgive and show kindness, because God has been so kind to us. Remember . . .

“So, remember how God has been kind to you. When you’re having a hard time getting along with someone, make 
the first move. Choose to forgive. Choose to be kind when you COULD be unkind.

We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ 
name. Amen.”

“What does kindness look like? In other words, when have you seen it? What does it look like? How is it different 
than just being nice? How can you start to define kindness by what we have learned together today? You’ll have a 
chance to brainstorm all sorts of ways to show kindness with your small group. Before you head out, let’s pray and 
thank God for showing kindness to us, for sending Jesus, and forgiving us. Let’s pray.”
