a blindfold to each leader) . . . so you need someone really wise to lead you through the obstacles in your path. 
Why don’t we pick one helper from each leader’s small group? (to the first leader’s group) Raise your hand if you 
want to do it!

Choose a kid from each leader’s group. Make sure you choose kids who have their hands raised.

“All right! [Leaders’ names], I’m so glad that you have these wise helpers to lead you through this course. As you 
can see, we have the Snake Pit Snag (point to the ‘snake pit’) . . . Canyon Cross (point to the ‘bridge’) . . . and the 
Creepy Crawly Tunnel (point to the tunnel). Oh—and you never know what else might occur along the way. Wild 
animal encounters? Wild weather? Anything can happen!

(to audience) “Audience, let’s cheer them on—and be ready, because I might call on some of you to add extra 
excitement as they make their way through the course.

“All right, leaders. Blindfolds on? Check! Wise helpers ready? Check! Then let’s do this! On your mark, get set, go!

Comment on the action as the kids guide the leaders through the three stations.

As the leaders move between stations one and two, let some kids (gently) toss stuffed and/or 
inflatable animals at them for a surprise “animal encounter.”

As the leaders move between stations two and three, let some kids spray some water at them 
for a surprise “rainstorm.”

When the leaders finish, congratulate them and their helpers. Collect the props as you send 
them back to their seats.

“That was amazing! [Leaders’ names] I’m so glad you had your wise helpers to guide you on your adventure. You 
would have been lost without them! 

Choose one male and one female leader. (Be sure to choose leaders who are able to 
crawl through a tunnel.)

WRAPPING UP THE STORY

S T O R Y T E L L E R :  “Remember what Solomon said.

Open the Bible to Proverbs 22:3 (NIrV) and read.

“Wise people see danger and go to a safe place. But childish people keep going and suffer for it.
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“You see, God created each of us with the ability to [Basic Truth] make the wise choice with the wisdom we have 
from Him. We can stop and think first, BEFORE we act. That way, we can see danger coming . . . and we can do 
whatever it takes to avoid it!

S T O R Y T E L L E R :  “Dear God, we know that all wisdom comes from You! Thank You for reminding us today how we 
can put Your wisdom into action. Please help us remember to stop and think BEFORE we act. Help us see danger 
coming and [Basic Truth] make the wise choice so we can stay safe. We love You, and we pray these things in 
Jesus’ name. Amen.”

“Of course, that’s not always easy to do. We can forget to stop and think it over—especially if we feel angry, 
frustrated, or upset. But remember, God is always there to help us. We can talk to Him and ask Him to give us the 
wisdom we need.

“It can also help to think about Jesus. Think about what HE would do in that same situation. How would He show 
love? How would He show people how important and valuable they are—even when it’s tough?

“With God’s help, we can get in the habit of stopping to think before we act. And we can ask each other for help, 
too. In fact, let’s head to Small Group now and talk about how we can think before we act. I bet you’ve got some 
great ideas, so be sure to talk about them with your friends, okay?”
