WORSHIP

WHAT YOU NEED: Paperclip “Memory Verse Card” in your Bible at
Deuteronomy 31:6, NIV. You need a music player and this month’s worship
song, “Super Duper Kid,” which is included in your monthly files. The dance
moves video for “Super Duper Kid” is available on the Very Big Things Dance
Moves DVD, at OrangeKidsMusic.com, or in your media package if you
subscribe. You also need "“Anything at All,” which is available on the Very Big
Things CD, iTunes®, and Spotify®. The dance moves video for this song is
available on the Very Big Things Dance Moves DVD and at OrangeKidsMusic.
com.

WORSHIP LEADER: "Hello, friends! This month is all about the BIG things
God made us to do! Who made you to do big things? God made me to do
big things! Isn't that awesome? It's a brand-new month, and we're singing a
brand-new song. It's SUPER fun. Stand up and sing with me!

Lead children in singing “Super Duper Kid,” this month’s
worship song.

“Putting others first is ALWAYS better. That's one big thing that we can do. Tell
me, who made you to do big things?”

CHILDREN AND WORSHIP LEADER: "God made me to do big things!”

WORSHIP LEADER: “That's right! God made me to do big things! The Bible
teaches us to ‘Be strong and courageous. Do not be afraid. For the Lord your
God goes with you.” (Deuteronomy 31:6, NIV) That means God made me, and
He is WITH me. Let's learn our memory verse together. Are you ready? Watch
me say it and do the motions. Then you can do it with me!

“'Be strong and courageous (cross fists over chest). Do not be afraid (cross
hands back and forth) . . . for the Lord your God (point up) goes with you,’
(hands on hips) Deuteronomy 31:6.” (Open hands like a book.)

CHILDREN AND WORSHIP LEADER: “'Be strong and courageous (cross fists
over chest). Do not be afraid (cross hands back and forth) . . . for the Lord your
God (point up) goes with you," (hands on hips) Deuteronomy 31:6.” (Open
hands like a book.)

WORSHIP LEADER: "Great job, friends! That's our memory verse, and we'll
say it all month long. We can be strong and courageous because God is with
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us. He will help us do BIG things. God can do ANYTHING at all. Sing this out with me.
Lead children in singing “Anything at All.”

"God IS powerful, and He can do anything—anything at all. Remember this week that God is with you because God
made me to do big things.”
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BIBLE STORY

WHAT YOU NEED: Bible, seven action figures, Little People® figure, box, and “Jeopardy Theme Song” sound bite
(“Think!” by Merv Griffin); Optional Story Images

WHAT YOU DO: Put the action figures and Little People figure in the box. Cue the sound bite on a phone or other
music playing device.

The storyteller enters carrying the box of props and the Bible.
STORYTELLER: "Hello, friends! I'm [your name], and I'm here to tell you a true story from the Bible.

Hold up the Bible and lay it open on the table. As you talk, restack the books
into four stacks along the front of the table.

“Today’s TRUE story from the Bible begins with a man named Samuel. What was his name?”
CHILDREN: “Samuel.”

STORYTELLER: “Yes! God told Samuel that he would pick the next king! So Samuel went to a certain house
because one of the brothers there would be the next king.

(Option: Display Story Image W1 01)
“Now if you were looking for a king, you'd want someone really smart, right?
Stand one of the action figures on the books.
“Like this guy. Or someone strong . . .
Set another action figure next to the first one.
“Like him. Or someone older with experience . . .
Set another action figure on the books.
“"Or maybe someone like this guy . . .
Set another action figure on the books.
“Or this one . . .
Set another action figure on the books.
“Or this one . . .

Set another action figure on the books.
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“"Or maybe this guy.

Set the last action figure on the books.
“Samuel knew that choosing the next king was a big job. He also knew that God made him to do big things. He
trusted that God would help him find the next king. So Samuel looked at ALL seven of these brothers. But God
didn't choose any of them.

(Option: Display Story Image W1 02)

“Samuel asked Jesse, the father of the house, if there were any more brothers. Jesse said there was one more
brother who wasn’t home, yet. ‘Send for him,” Samuel said. "We will not sit down until he comes.’

Play the “Jeopardy Theme Song” sound bite.
“So the brothers waited and waited and waited, until finally their brother, David, came home.
(Option: Display Story Image W1 03)

Put the Little People® figure at the end of the row of action figures.
“Wait a minute. David's just a kid! He's so young. Do you think he can be the next king?

Hold the open Bible in your hands.

“God told Samuel that David should be the next king. Not because of the way David looked on the outside, but
because of his heart on the inside.

“David loved God with all his heart, and that's what God wanted for the new king.
(Option: Display Story Image W1 04)

“Samuel listened to God and told David that God made him to do big things. God wanted him to be king when he
was older!

“"Wow! God chose David to be king and lead all the people! David would be in charge one day. He would be the
next king. That is awesome.

“Samuel knew that God made him to do big job of choosing the next king. And he knew God made David to be
king and lead the people when he got older.

"God made us to do big things, too! When | ask, “Who made you to do big things?’, you say, ‘God made me to
do big things.” Who made you to do big things?”

CHILDREN: "God made me to do big things!”
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STORYTELLER: “That's right! God made Samuel and David to do big things. And He made us to do big things, too!

"Okay friends, it's time to pray. Let's close our eyes and talk to God together.”

PRAYER

STORYTELLER: "God, thank You for making each of us SO speciall We know You made us to do BIG things. Help us
follow You. We love You. In Jesus’ name, amen.

"Friends, | think you're awesome. I'll see you next time. Bye!”

The Storyteller exits with the Bible.

The Host enters, still in the Super Kids costume.
