SLIDE: THEME
OPTIONAL VIDEO (MEDIA PACKAGE): VIRTUE TRANSITION TO THEME

“We can put our faith in Jesus and FOLLOW Jesus by living the way He taught us to live. We know that Jesus is
always with us, even if we can’t see Him.

"Speaking of what we can see, | can SEE you're already wondering what kind of fun is coming your way today. For
this game, we'll have two teams—one on each side of the room. (Point to the tape line in the middle of the room.) |
need four leaders to come up here and play: two leaders from each team.

Choose two leaders from each team to play the game. Give each of them a
VELCRQO® ball toss set and have them stand on opposite sides of the tape line,
across from their teammate. Make sure there there’s enough space behind them
that they can back up as they play the game.

“Okay! Each pair of leaders will have one of these cool ball toss sets. They'll stand face-to-face with their partner,
pretty close together. They'll toss the ball, and if their partner catches the ball, they both MOVE backward one
step. So the teams will get farther and farther apart. We'll keep going and getting farther and farther apart, and
we'll count which team can have the most successful catches in 60 seconds. That means | need one leader to be the
scorekeeper for each team.

Choose another leader from each team to keep score (in their head), or Worship Leaders could

do this.
“Let's get this game started! Ready. Set. WAIT JUST A MINUTE! | knew | forgot something! I've got this basket up
here that's filled with cards. Every so often, I'll choose someone from the audience to pick out a card. All of our
game players have to do what the card says while they play the toss game! Sounds like fun, right?

“Okay, now let's REALLY start the game. Remember to cheer for your team. Leaders, here we go. Ready, set, TOSS!

AUDIO: FUN INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC
OPTIONAL VIDEO (MEDIA PACKAGE): COUNTDOWN (60-SECOND VERSION)

If you're not using an on-screen countdown, set a 60-second timer on your phone.

Every 10 seconds or so, have a kid pull a card out of the basket. Announce the action that the
teams have to do WHILE they toss the ball.

Depending on how the game goes, you may want to play an additional round.

When time's up, ask the scorekeepers to give their final scores and declare the winning team.
Collect the game sets and dismiss the leaders to their seats.

“That was hilarious! Let's give our leaders a hand for being such good sports. They really had to work together and
trust each other through some pretty silly challenges.

“Now let’s all get up on our feet so we can sing, dance, and worship God together!”

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BIBLE STORY

SLIDE: THEME BACKGROUND

Storyteller enters as Worship Leaders exit.

SETTING UP THE STORY
STORYTELLER: “Hi, friends! Over the past year, we've been moving together through God’s Big Story in the Bible.
(Hold up Bible.)

If you're using a Bible timeline on your wall, you can reference it here as you recap.

“We're here in the story after Jesus died on the cross, came back to life, then returned to heaven. We've seen how
the early church grew quickly as more and more people put their faith in Jesus as their Savior.

“During this time, though, some of the believers became confused or distracted by other things. They started to
forget their faith in Jesus. So people like Paul wrote letters to the believers in various churches to encourage them
to keep following Jesus with the way they lived each day.

“One of these letters is what we call the book of Hebrews. (Hold up Bible.) This letter was written to a group of

Jesus-followers to encourage them to keep their faith strong. Most experts believe it was likely written by a friend
or follower of Paul.”

BETTER TOGETHER

STORYTELLER: “The person who wrote the letter wanted to remind these believers that Jesus is more important
than anyone or anything else, EVER! The writer challenged the believers to hold onto their faith in Jesus and
encourage others in the church to do the same. As we read in Hebrews, chapter 10:

Open the Bible to Hebrews 10:23 (NIrV) and read.
“Let us hold firmly to the hope we claim to have. The God who promised is faithful.
“Did you catch that? ‘Let us hold firmly to the’ what? (Pause for response.) HOPE!

“Let us hold firmly to the hope we claim to have. The God who promised is faithful.

“Our hope is in Jesus. We believe that Jesus made a way for us to have a relationship with God that will last forever.
But just like the Hebrew believers got distracted, sometimes WE can get distracted from that hope.

“We live in a world with constant distractions—Ilike commercials that tell us to buy more stuff so we can be happy
and escape from our problems.”

Host enters and walks across the stage, holding a bag of chips in one hand and pressing
buttons on a remote with her other hand as she says the following line. Then she exits.

HOST: (in a silly voice) "Eat these chips! Watch this show! Then you'll be happy!”

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STORYTELLER: “Our lives are full of lots of activities, too—like school work, sports, and dance or music.

Host enters and walks across the stage, dribbling a basketball and reading a school book at the same time.
Then she exits.

“And don’t get me wrong. Those activities are all good things. BUT, if we're not careful, we can get so busy going
everywhere and doing everything that we forget to spend time talking to God or reading the Bible. (Hold up Bible.)
We get caught up in all the things we have to do. And we forget to do things to help other people. We forget to do
what Jesus taught us to do: love God and love others.

Host enters and walks across the stage, holding a big heart sign. Then she exits.

“So what can we do about that? How can we keep from getting distracted from our faith in Jesus? Well, listen to
what the writer of Hebrews had to say about that.

Open the Bible to Hebrews 10:24 (NIrV) and read.
“Let us consider how we can stir up one another to love. Let us help one another to do good works.

“QOkay! If we want to follow Jesus, we need each other. When we’re on our own, we can get distracted from our
faith. That's why it's so much better when we spend each day following Jesus and living His way, TOGETHER."

CHOCOLATE MILK

STORYTELLER: “l have a fun way for us to try to understand what these verses are all about. It's kind of like this.

Stand behind the table with the supplies inside a plastic bin. Take out a clear plastic cup and set
it on the table.

“Imagine this cup of milk is a person.
Take the milk out of the bin and pour some and into the cup so it's about half full.
“If we put our faith in Jesus, then we have the Holy Spirit living inside us.

Take the chocolate syrup out of the bin. Squirt some chocolate syrup into the milk. Then use the
spoon to stir the milk so that it becomes chocolate milk.

“Look at that—chocolate milk! God's Holy Spirit CHANGES us and helps us to live the way Jesus taught us to live.
“But let's go back to that verse we just heard from Hebrews.

Open the Bible to Hebrews 10:24 (NIrV) and read.
“Let us consider how we can stir up one another to love. Let us help one another to do good works.

“We can ‘STIR UP one another to love'! That gives me an idea.

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Set out several other clear plastic cups around the first one.

“Look at all these other people around us.
Pour milk into the other cups.
“They've put THEIR faith in Jesus.
Squirt chocolate syrup into each of the other cups and stir them.
“If WE follow Jesus . . .
Stir the original cup some more.
“We can help ’stir up’ other people to love like Jesus.
Stir the other cups some more.

“And at the same time, they can stir US up to follow Jesus, too.”

BE THE CHURCH

STORYTELLER: “This is what happens when we come together as a church. We can encourage each other to show
God's love in the world around us. We can put others first instead of just thinking about ourselves. We can share
what we have or encourage someone with our words. We can become stronger in our faith when we see the faith of
the people around us.

“[Host's name], could you come back out here for a minute?

Host enters.

Take out one more cup and pour some milk into it. Then pour some chocolate milk into it and
stir it. Hand the cup to the Host.

“Here you go. Now, [Host's name], could you stand over there, in the back of the room, really quick?

Host goes to the back of the room.
(looking out at the Host with your hand over your eyes) “[Host's name], | can see you've put your faith in Jesus and
you're following Him. But you're all the way over there. It's hard for us to ‘stir you up’ to live like Jesus if you're so
far away.

Quickly re-stir the cups on stage.

“l mean, you can barely even SEE us!

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(to audience) "What do you think [Host’s name] should do about that? (Pause for response.) Right, she should come
over here with the rest of us! (Reference the other cups.) Come on over, [Host's name].

When the Host arrives at the stage, stir her cup, then stir the others cups some more.

“See how that works? We're stirring [Host's name] up to love like Jesus. She's stirring US up to love like Jesus. If we
want to encourage people to follow Jesus, we have to actually be WITH them!

“It's like we read in Hebrews.
Open the Bible to Hebrews 10:25 (NIrV) and read.

“And let us not give up meeting together. Some are in the habit of doing this. Instead, let us encourage one another
with words of hope.

“| love that. We NEED each other! When we come together as a church, we can encourage each other to stay
strong in what we believe. We can do things together that show the love of Jesus to other people. And that makes
our faith stronger!”

Stand in front of the table with the Host next to you.

WRAPPING UP THE STORY

STORYTELLER: “We have an amazing opportunity as a church—you, me, [Host's name], and everyone else here
at Mission. And that’s not just happening here. It's happening in churches all over the world! We can encourage
each other to be strong in our faith in Jesus and to show God'’s love to the people around us.

"You see . ..

SLIDE: BOTTOM LINE

"Our faith is stronger together.

“This is why we come to Mission. This is why we meet in small groups. This is why we . . .
Briefly share a way that your church helps your community.

“Let's pray and ask God to help us grow stronger in our faith as we follow Jesus together.”

SLIDE: THEME BACKGROUND

PRAY

STORYTELLER: "Dear God, thank You for putting people in our lives who can stir us up to follow You. Help us do
that for others, too! Help us all stir up each other to show Your love to everyone we see. Thank You for giving us
people in our lives who can help us because You knew that our faith would be stronger together. We love You, God,
and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.”
